Dolphin are the target and anglers can vie for
$32,000 in cash and prizes during the 16th annual Lower
Keys Dolphin Tournament. Presented by the Lower Keys
Chamber of Commerce, the tournament is scheduled Fri-
day through Sunday, June 12-14.

Tournament events are to be headquartered at
Boondocks Grille and Draft House at mile marker (MM)
27.5 bayside on Ramrod Key. The angler that catches the
tournament’s largest dolphin can take home $25,000 if the
winning dolphin weighs over 50 pounds — a guaranteed
first prize of $5,000 and a $20,000 premium for exceeding
the 50-pound weight. Second prize is $2,000, third is
$1,000 and other prizes also will be awarded. Awards in
the youth division, for anglers age 15 and under, include
fishing rods and trophies through third place.

While dolphin is the only species of fish eligible
for cash awards, other prizes await entrants who catch the
largest wahoo and tuna. The tournament’s top lady angler
is to receive a cash prize and a trophy

The tournament is set to kick off at 5 p.m. Friday,
June 12, with a registration party featuring hors d’oeuvres
and a cash bar at Boondocks. A captains meeting is
scheduled for 7 p.m.

Angling action commences at 8 a.m. the next two
days. Saturday’s weigh-in is scheduled for 4:30-6:30 p.m.
Beginning at 5 p.m., anglers and the public can enjoy a
standings party and fish fry at Boondocks. Attractions in-
clude a shrimp or fish feast, music, raffles, a silent auction
and a special presentation on dolphin fishing by Captain
Jim Sharpe, local radio host and author of “Dolphin: The
Perfect Gamefish.” Cost of the party is $15 per person per
adult, $10 for youth under 12, Sunday'’s fishing is to con-
clude with a weigh-in set for 3-5 p.m., immediately followed
by a banquet and awards ceremony.

Tournament entry fees are $150 per adult angler
and $50 per youth angler. Proceeds from the angling chal-
lenge benefit the Lower Keys Chamber of Commerce.
